Let me warmly welcome you to discover the new issue
of our Youngzine. As this release was being prepared
under the isolation period caused by covid-19, we have
to tell you that we really missed you so much!

Our team has been planning this discussion about
professions of the future along time ago. But now, when
we have experienced aworld-wide pandemic, it becomes
evenmore actual asit’s outbreak will create long-lasting
changes to the way we live and work.

We stand on the cusp of a technological revolution
in artificial intelligence and robotics. This is what all
experts around the world tell us. Of course, other forces
besides technology, such as climate and the environment
will shape the nature of work and living conditions for
the vast majority of people around the world.

So how is artificial intelligence and automation will
impact jobs in the future? And more specifically, can
we help our students to identify those jobs that will be
taken by artificial intelligence and robots?

Let’s look at some research analysis. An Oxford study
says that 47% of jobs are at risk of being automated in
the next five years. Meanwhile, we see that the general
population and workers think differently. A study
actually identifies that 97% of workers believe that most
jobs will be automated, but not their own. This suggests
that the general public needs to be educated on which
jobs are susceptible to this risk and which are not. This
will also help us to choose the right professions and
focus on getting the right skills during our school life.

examined 700 participants and focus that the generalist
occupations that require creative knowledge or
innovation are at least risk. The same is true for
occupations in education, healthcare, media, and arts
jobs. On the flip side, jobs like accountants, junior
lawyers, drivers, and even soldiers are at most risk.
By 2030, artificial intelligence will be able to write high
school essays, code in Python, compose top 50th chart
songs, and even make creative videos. Inshort, thereisa
simple rule of thumb: if a job is in some way predictable
or routine, the risk of automation is much higher. If a
job requires innovation or creativity than is it more
difficult to be automated.

What does it mean for us? Does it mean robots will take
our jobs?

Yes and no. If we prepare ourselves in the right way,
we still can be successful. To be successful we all need
to get comfortable with the notion that we will all be
lifelong learners and will need to be open to ongoing
skill sharpening or even entirely re-skilling as we
progress. Softer skills, such as resilience, curiosity,
communication, and empathy, will be in high demand
in the future. Creativity and collaboration are also
increasingly important. We also need to learn how to
use technology to supplement our goal tracking and
our effort.

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AS THE CORONAVIRUS CRISIS CONTINUES
TO ENVELOP THE WORLD, DISTANCE
LEARNING HAS BECOME THE NORM FOR
STUDENTS EVERYWHERE. TEACHERS HAVE
HAD TO LEARN NEW SKILLS AND STUDENTS
HAVE HAD TO UNDERSTAND NEW WAYS OF
LEARNING. FURTHERMORE, PARENTS, WHO
HAVE PREVIOUSLY BEEN ABLE TO LEAVE
EDUCATION UP TO THE EDUCATIONALISTS,
HAVE HAD TO BE INVOLVED TO SUPPORT
THEIR CHILDREN ON A DAY TO DAY BASIS.
THIS HAS BEEN A STRUGGLE FOR ALL
INVOLVED BUT ONE THAT WE FEEL WE ARE
BEGINNING TO WIN AFTER SEVERAL WEEKS
ONLINE.

The key issue with distance learning is the
lack of social interaction. Teaching, after all,
is all about creating relationships and this
is always best done in person. Being unable
to be physically present does not allow us
to read the many cues our students give us
during lessons. These cues help us assess
whether they understand something or
not and whether they need extra support.
Hence, one of the key skills that we are
trying to develop with the students is being
truthful online. This can be difficult initially
for students to express online that they do
not understand something and require
extra support. They need to be able to
communicate this to us which often helps
them to a higher understanding because it
forces them to consider exactly what they
do not understand.

online is self-motivation. It is easier to run
in a crowd than on your own and this is
something all of our students are doing.
They have to push themselves to work when
maybe they don’t want to and for some, plan
their time accordingly to ensure that tasks
are complete. This is a key skill which they
areall developing and one that will certainly
benefit them in the future.

Alongside the development of becoming
reflective and motivated learners, they
are clearly gaining in ICT skills. For some
of our students, they would never view a
laptop or iPad as a learning tool. They are
now starting to see how it is a tool that
can really support them in their journey
rather than just being a tool to play games
or connect with people through their social
media accounts.

So, distance learning has been a challenge
but it is often through challenges that we
develop fastest. Our students have been put
in this position and I have been proud of the
developments that our students have made.
They have certainly gained some key skills
which will benefit them in the future.

At such time, psychologists are dealing with
anxiety, time management, taking care of children,

and our resources. We have been working remotely
for a month now and we are facing new requests and
concerns. We are accumulating fatigue, irritation, and
lack of options to normally replenish our emotional
resources. Anxiety comes and goes in waves, this
applies both to parents and children, as well as to
teachers.

While online counseling for adults has already become
a common practice, the following-up educational
process is something new. What does it take today?

Psychological follow-up in distance learning:

+ Support and following-up for children (regular
sessions with those who have already been
receiving care — emotional assistance — to allow
them to talk about their state and find ways to
improve it, and stimulating sessions). Some
concerns and issues have just vanished thanks
todistance learning, e.g. fights like 'he has touched
me, he won't lend me an eraset, she doesn't want
to be friends with me, it was him who started
it..! and so on. There are newly emergent issues
such as a lack of socializing; now children can
only enjoy the companionship of their existing
friends while starting up new friendships can be
difficult. Children would make friends in the class
or during the break or on a walk, communicate
with anyone, share anything with others, or tella
story providing for a common ground for a new
friendship.

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+ Support for teachers — Individual conversations,
counseling on how to manage the educational
process, and recommendations concerning
individual children. In our school, we have a lot
of international staff — teachers who work far
away from their relatives in a foreign country,
in a limited community — need care and social
contacts. We held an online game for teachers
which is called «The Mafia» via a video conference
at the end of each week. Everyone is invited to
join and play, and make jokes; this is a space free
of problems and bad news. This Friday hour gives
much more than just switching the laptop off with
a sigh of relief and laying down the bed as if sick
— instead, it ensures a pleasant brain stimulation,
peace of mind, and aburst of energy at the end of
a hard working week.

+ Support for parents — Each parent has different
conditions and different resources, knowledge,
and skills. Someone can manage children's activity
calmly, giving more autonomy to children, while
other parents can not. Capturing children through
alittle window, a video call gives a glimpse of their
world, living conditions, and family relationships.
The family has now an impact as never before
and families need assistance. We talk to parents,
answer their questions, and try to create together
the best family setting for all members.

Each of us will come out of this situation with a
new experience and skills. Teachers had to update
themselves on the best ways to teach online, to keep the
child's attention within a small window of a video call,
how to explain, understand, and stimulate. Children
have accustomed themselves to new learning spaces,
and even have learned how to misbehave online —
and they keep learning to choose, to communicate in
a new way, to be more flexible. And I am not worried
about the children as long as they are properly assisted.
Parents are having a hard time, they have been forced
to do a lot of things that are completely new to them
— all the things that they were not willing or able to
handle or just don't know how to handle them properly.
It's complicated, so there is a lot of pressure here. Let
us remember to enjoy good times with children, the
joy of completing a task, to enjoy holidays — this is
what's important and what we need. Be assured that our
children will get the knowledge and will be successful,
happy — the most important thing is that they and all
of us are safe!

Astherecent events have shown, children are missing
their school and school mates. When we got the sudden
holidays, there was akind of euphoria in the first week,
but soon this joy of freedom decreased a little because
we are unable to enjoy it with our friends in a live
setting. The second problem is the communication with
the teacher. On the one hand, attending the class is more
comfortable when you are at home in a pajama; on the
other hand, once the session is over and the video goes
off, all that the student can get is to stay there revising
everything he or she could catch up during the fixed
timeframe. Finally, the child can not just get used to
the fact that the parents will take responsibility for
some teacher's functions.

For the parents, while recently you used to take the
child to and from the school, now you have to supervise
the curriculum and the discipline and it can be hard to
say where is the line between a teacher and a parent.
On top of that, you always want to take your time to
rejuvenate and maintain normal relationships and to
get over the uncertainty and come back to normal life
fit and healthy.

The distance learning is a challenge for all of us and we
take it together and we are offering the students and
the parents assistance providing one-to-one tuition,
technical support on using the online platforms, and
the proper psychological follow-up to overcome the
stress, maintain the study motivation, and keep in
mind that the quarantine is not going to stay forever.

Art lessons in CIS are taught from Nursery to Year 9. Our first
project was about the “Future”. You can see some pictures that
were made by the teacher during one lesson session. Students
had to create a picture or 3D craft of future professions, houses,
inventions, transport, robots, etc. For inspiration, students could
watch movies about the future like “Back to the future” and read
books of Isaac Asimov and Jules Verne.

At the time of Zoom Art sessions, the teacher explains the theory
and shows a step-by-step drawing tutorial of the investigated
topic on the screen of the computer using a graphic tablet and
stylus. Students are absolutely free in their creativity, they can
repeat after the teacher or make their individual art project, they
have the opportunity to use the Internet as a source of the ideas
and ask questions. The teacher provides various examples and
explanations for each step.

Duringthe Artlessons, we recall elements of art such asline, shape,
color, value, texture, perspective, shadow and continue studying
art principles such as pattern, proportion, emphasis, contrast. We
focus on different drawing techniques such as pencil hatching,
pointillism, watercolor and gouache painting. The subsequent
projects will be interesting and inspiring for the students and the
topics will be individually designed for each age group.

The world is changing rapidly, the needs of
the global economy change every year, and
so do the resources available to us. Thus,
it is only natural that our educational
system has to follow suit in the footsteps
of evolution and development if we
want to prepare the next generation for
successful integration into the existing
society: some spheres of work will be
completely remoulded via automation
and mechanisation, while other, brand-
new and yet unimaginable-as-of-today
positions, will open up instead, and the
girls and boys of the future need to have the
best tools provided to them. We are living



in times of an energy crisis and an ecological
emergency, our survival implies that solutions
must be found, and fast.

My belief in this order of things is what drove
me to apply to study aerospace engineering.
Although the name associates purely with
NASA, ESA and Roscosmos, due to the ‘space’
partinthetitle, in reality, the discipline covers
a variety of subjects, teaching the skills that
are applicable in any field, whether it is
finances, renewable energy sources or rocket
science itself. As someone who struggled to
choose a path up until the very last moment,
discovering aerospace engineering was a
dream come true - I'd get to be creative and
innovative, I'd get to work together with people
from all other the world while using physics,
mathematics, and logic to solve the daily
challenges, provided by the ever-changing
tasks ... Most importantly, all of this would
mean that someone’s life would be improved
as a result of it all. Indeed, discoveries made
for the space industry have been acquired
by much more mundane purposes, be it the
water purification system, that isnowused in
many countries on Earth, the oxygen delivery
systems adopted by many of our hospitals, the
freeze drying technologies used now in food
production, or the more obvious GPS, used
by our mobile devices daily; even if my work
wouldn’t be immediately used for scientific
exploration, it would still serve as a solution to
something else entirely, perhaps for an issue,
I never knew existed.

or Germany, the average worker earns $41,000 per
year.

Factories that require fewer people working in them
and more automation in the short term produce large
scale unemployment.

Opportunities have been rare
for some of the brightest students in the poorest
countries. Inrecent years great steps have been taken
to provide quality further education in the developing
nations of the world. In the long term, this will
provide great, educated minds in all of the countries
of the world. Different cultures, laws, and traditions
will be respected, but each child will have the same
opportunity tosucceed. This globalisation of learning
will, and has led to improved quality of life, higher
salaries, and greater opportunities. This is, of course,
additional to the obvious increase in knowledge.

The future prosperity of the human race, with all of
us working as one to improve our world and our lives
depends on each of us working together.

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The pace of economic and technological
change in today’s world pretty much
guarantees that a single degree or
qualification earned in your teens or 20s
will no longer be sufficient for your whole
working life. Aslearners graduating from
school in the next few years, it’s likely you
will have many jobs in your professional
lives, some predictions place this number
as high as 15. And we have no idea what
many of those jobs will be: imagine trying
to explain to someone 20 years ago the skills
necessary to be an SEO specialist or to be
the system administrator for a crypto-
currency exchange!

So what does all of this change, including
automation, mean for the future of work?
And what does it mean for the skills that
you will need to thrive in this new labour
market? These are the questions that we
have addressed in our research “Future of
Skills: Employment in 2030 (futureskills.
pearson.com).

First, we reviewed what the literature says
about long-running labour market trends.
Then we asked experts to debate the future
of 30 occupations and label whether they
expected them to rise or fall in demand
by 2030. We also asked them to state how
certain or uncertain they were in making
these judgments. Finally, we fed these
results into an algorithm that generated
predictions for all occupations.

As a result, our model not only predicts
which occupations are most likely to grow
or decline, but which skills are most likely
to be in demand; and skills, whatever job
you're in, are something that you can do
something about. If you invest in the right
skills, you can leave yourself in a better
place to benefit from the opportunities of
the future.

Which jobs will thrive
and which will decline?

First, let's look at our predictions about
employment.

This graph shows the results of thousands
of simulations predicting that a specific
occupation will employ more (or less)
people than it does today. The x-axis
estimates the probability that each
occupation will be in higher demand and
the y-axis shows the number of predicted
jobs in that occupation. So, the areas on the
right of the distribution are occupations
where we expect rising demand; those on
the left are expected to decline.

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What's interesting about this is that our model forecasts
that only one in five workers are in occupations
that will shrink. This figure is much lower than recent
studies of automation have suggested. Jobs related to
agriculture, trades and construction, which in other
studies say will decline, look less at risk in our research,
suggesting that there may be pockets of opportunity
for them in the future.

One in ten people are in occupations that are likely
to grow. These jobs are in sectors such as education and
healthcare, where the overriding effect of technology
is likely to be an improvement in outcomes, not a
reduction in the size of the workforce. Therefore, as
trends such as demographic change raise demand for
these services, the prospect for employment is also
likely to rise. Finally, our model forecasts that seven
in ten workers are in jobs where there is great
uncertainty about the future.

Skills for the future

Hangon, seven in ten workers are in jobs where there is
great uncertainty? Worrying, right? Well, not exactly,
because the very presence of uncertainty suggests that
a given result isn’t inevitable, which in turn suggests
that workers in different occupations can improve
their labour market chances if they invest in the right
skills.

Sowhich specific skills are most likely to help you with
your future employability?

Below is a list of the 20 skills most associated with job
growth and employment. What'’s striking is the strong
emphasis on what are called ‘higher order cognitive
competencies’ or skills such as creative and critical
thinking.

What we do know for certain is that occupations
are complex, and their skill requirements are not
set in stone, they adapt to changes in the economic
environment. For example, in the retail banking
sector, the spread of ATMs back in the 1980s saw the
role of bank tellers evolve into relationship managers
to ensure their continued employability.

A forward-looking example is customer service
occupations, which according to our model are likely
to fall in the future. However, the skills we typically
associate with customer services, such as active

listening, service orientation, and oral expression, are
all skills that are likely to be in demand in the future.
This is likely because new jobs will require these skills
in addition to other ones.

So while the advance of automation and artificial
intelligence may feel like a losing battle to some, as
learners preparing to take your place in the world,
you should seek opportunities to focus on developing
the uniquely human skills identified in this research.

This means that education systems will need to
support better understanding, teaching practice, and
assessment of the specific skills that will be in greater
demand, moving beyond the simple definitions of “21st
century skills’. And educational institutions will need
toprovide support toteachers as they are asked toteach
these new skills. Because in so doing, they will help you
as learners to graduate with the skills and knowledge
you need for employability.

All of these affect the preparation of adulthood as well. If earlier,
figuratively speaking, the young man's task was to find some kind of
areliable harbour that protects from any storm, and where it will be
possible to take refuge for life, now he needs to learn to surf. With the
development of technologies that affect science, production, economy,
and society, knowledge and skills are getting obsolete much faster.
Life becomes much less stable, but there is an upside here — we will
stop clinging to old achievements and each person will be able to live
several lives, switching between different professions.

Does this mean that career choice turns into complete chaos and the
labor market becomes completely unpredictable? Fortunately, this is
not entirely the case, after all, this market is developing according to
a certain logic. Professions do not arise from nowhere, they depend
on needs that society faces and tools by which these needs can be
satisfied. If you understand these needs and know a possible range
of tools, you will know what skills will be in demand in the next 10-
15 years. Bear in mind that this forecast must be updated regularly
because there are global trends that affect any industry. Here they are:

Digitalisation
Digitalisation that covers all spheres of activity. It is changing the
way we manage laboratories, enterprises, cities, and communities.
Challenges come along with opportunities — digitalisation changes
society so fast than we hardly have time to realise this and many things
are new to us, from privacy compromise to addictions to likes.

Automation

Automation, which now affects both manual and routine intellectual
work. According to researchers from Oxford Martin School's Program
on the Impacts of Future Technology, over the next 20 years, robots
and computer algorithms can replace up to 47% of existing jobs
in developed countries. This does not mean that people will be
completely jobless, they will do what robots cannot do — creativity
and communication, or vice versa, work together with algorithms
and mechanisms, develop, configure and repair/debug them.

Globalisation
Globalisation is not just an increase in available goods and services,
this is also strengthening both cooperation and competition. Workers
often make complex products collaboratively from different countries
and cultures, so to be indemand, you will need to find common ground
with those who are not like you. This applies to both ethnicity and
culture, as well as age and social environment. In addition, it will be
important to communicate in international professional languages,
know industry requirements and standards.

Demanding environmental requirements
The younger generation is much more responsible and
environmentally conscious, in contrast to the capitalists of the past,
who perceived actions of ecologists as an annoying restriction.
Environmental thinking is gradually integrated into almost all
spheres of life because it is not only about eating farm products
and not littering. Rather, it is about a complex, holistic approach
to the biosphere, responsibility for its future and careful usage of
all material, natural, and human resources. Therefore, the skills of
environmentally responsible behavior in the future will become the
same basic literacy as the ability to read and write.

Development of the networked society.
Network technologies have changed the structure of society and
our lifestyle. Digital platforms drove the development of a shared
consumption economy, enabled the use of crowdsourcing and changed
the labor market, providing employees and customers the opportunity
to communicate directly. The feedback system helps build trust and
almost completely eliminates the need for central regulation. Old
hierarchical management systems are replaced by new forms of
communities and teams, more flexible, adaptive and democratic,
where each participant is responsible for the overall result.

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Speed-up of changes
It took decades to develop electricity from the moment of its discovery,
while the spread of smartphones in developed countries was a matter
of years. Thus, humanity faces the most difficult task — to cope with
the increasing speed of change, both technically and psychologically.

The increasing complexity of control
systems

The world of future professions is complicated and filled with flexible
technological solutions, this requires constant readiness to changes.
This new world will require people who can easily navigate in the
sea of professions, and effectively manage projects, teams and entire
organisations. In order to cope with this task, an increasing number of
employees will need systemic thinking, i.e. the ability tounderstand
complex processes quickly, organisations and mechanisms behind
the scenes. Thus, people can quickly figure out a problem and find a
solution, quickly join in a new field of activity, and also convey their
ideas to people from other industries or sectors.

In which sectors the risk of employment is the highest? David
Outor, professor at MIT, examined dynamics of the labor market
and discovered that with the development of automation the demand
for workers grows in two zones: 1) the simplest and cheapest tasks
that are unprofitable to automate 2) the most complex and non-trivial
jobs requiring composite skills and innovative thinking. With this in
mind, Al will lag behind for a long time as compared to the skills of

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employees. As far as middle-class workers activities are concerned,
i.e.routine intellectual operations with a good salary though (such as
legal advisers or bank tellers), an employer will happily trust these
to the automated machines. Certainly, this will be a time-consuming
process, but it is better not to wait for these jobs to be cut and to start
building a career in a more promising area in advance.

This does not mean that the total volume of work will decrease. Out-of-
date jobs will be replaced by new lines of the profession as they appear.
Below are 5 important areas with an increasing number of jobs:

Creative industries
The creative economy implies that the main factor of production is
human imagination and the ability to create something new — music,
video, scripts, ideas for games. IT technologies will be applied here
as well.

Virtual economy
This is an industry based on adding values within the digital world,
for example, e-sports, video blogging, and providing services in highly
popular online games.

Person-centered services
In response to the growth of robotics and digitalisation, the need
for human contact is increasing. An example would be original
hairdressers or coffee shops, where people spend time not only enjoy
services or product itself but also for communication and feeling
that they care about it.

Eco-recovery economy
A more environmentally friendly approach to production and
urban improvement creates new professions and jobs. Perhaps
this particular sector will provide work for people from the
nonprofessional occupational background who are unlikely to find
themselves in a creative economy and at the same time are not ready
to move into the services sector.

New technology sectors
New types of working activities arise in the areas of implementation
and maintenance of advanced technologies. This is about medicine,
robotics, biotechnology, neurotechnology, etc. In most cases, this
refers to startups or small teams of manufacturing developers who
are willing to experiment with technologies and create new products.

In order to adapt to the new world, it is necessary to revise the basic
principles of education. Earlier we believed that a good career was
based on a good command of relevant highly specialised skills (for
example, mathematics, programming, linguistics, engineering), and
high school scores reflect the future prospects of a person at work. The
most ambitious people developed soft skills as abonus. For example,
leadership skills, sociability, etc., in general, something that will help
you move up through the ranks as a good specialist.

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As technologies changed slowly, it all worked: you could master a
highly specialised set of skills at a college or university and remain
in demand for years. However, amodern successful specialist needs a
fundamentally different level of flexibility. For this, the hierarchy of
skills will have to be turned inside out. This model can be described
as nesting dolls.

Top layer —

contextual / specialised skills
That is knowledge and skills that are developed and applied in a
specific context. Professional skills (programming in a specific
language), physical skills (for example, driving a car), or social skills
(for example, video blogging). Now, these turned out to be not at the
base, but on the surface, because they would have to be constantly
updated.

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Middle layer —
cross-contextual skills

These are skills that can be used in wider areas of social or personal
activity: reading, writing, time management, teamwork skills. They
should be kept sharp and periodically supplemented, but they will
work in different professions.

Basis — existential skills

In fact, this is a "core" of personality that supports us throughout
life and in a variety of contexts and situations. This includes
awareness, adaptability, ability to set goals and achieve them, a
focus on development and the ability to learn / unlearn / relearn
(self-development). Yes, now it is becoming more important to give
up previous knowledge and worldviews. As well as the ability to learn
from mistakes without losing faith in yourself.

The inner layer is of the most value and priority. A person who is
doing well with existential and cross-contextual skills will do well
in any situation and will quickly learn something highly specialised.

What a student can do
to prepare for the future:

don’t be afraid of mistakes and perceive life as an experiment;
develop reflection and awareness (you can start with simple
meditation);

¢ learntoorganise yourself, concentrate and switch between tasks
as needed;

What teachers can do:

shift the focus from narrowly specialised skills to competencies
beyond professional skills. i.e. empathy and developed
communication skills, IT sKills, creativity, etc.

think about how you can help students concentrate and enter
a flow state, and relax;

if possible, try to adapt the educational process to the needs of
a particular student and his/her personal characteristics, say
comfortable pace and format of learning;

in the future, online schools and universities will become an
equal alternative to traditional full-time education; so it makes
sense, on the one hand, to learn online tools, and on the other, to
come up with something that can make you irreplaceable offline.
First of all, these are qualities of a mentor, the ability to flexibly
and empathetically accompany the learning process, to develop
itsindividual trajectory together with the student. This includes
the ability to use the game and design forms of learning;

help students develop individual talents and collective
competencies by developing the ability to assemble teams
working on complementary skills, project management, conflict
management, etc .;

Language
proficiency ensures a wider
view of the world, allows
traveling around the globe
and attending the best world's
schools. The early exposure to
English will be a gigantic help
for a child.

SO HOW TO RAISE A CHILD INTO A BILINGUAL IF YOU LIVEIN
RUSSIA?

The self-evident answer is to create alinguistic environment at home
and in your everyday life. This includes taking the child to an English
school with native-speaking teachers, hire a foreigner nurse-tutor, or
have native speaking tutors. And yet, that might not help to achieve
your goal by 100 percent.

Third, the very request to 'speak some English' is so dull
and abstract that it could make confused any grown-up with good
language proficiency.

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It's the parents'job to ensure that the child could put their knowledge
into practice in their everyday life. Below are some useful tips to break
the ice and help your child speak more English at home.

Start speaking English with other members of
your family, for example, at the dinner. They don't
necessarily have to remember or speak English well
— it's even better because the child will gradually
embrace learning and enjoy teaching others.

Arrange activities for your child that involve English
— watching movies in English, attending a workshop
with a foreigner chef, or making an English-guided
tour. Participate in these events together with your
child and use English when you talk with one another.

Reframe the child's hobby with English in mind.
Arrange drawing, music, chess, or robotics classes with
a foreigner tutor. If you need to find the tutor, please
contact Gouverneur Int Agency (Www.guvernior.ru).
Studying at home will help the child to improve social
skills welcoming and saying goodbye to the teacher
in English so that everyone at home and the child will
eventually be more relaxed to speak English.

Avoid correcting each word, each mistake, or a flaw
when the child speaks English. Let them talk! The child
needs to build up confidence.

Never criticize the child in English or correct their
English. This language shall create only positive
emotions!

The most effective method is to hire an English-
speaking nurse-tutor who will always talk to your
child in English. You'll see the result in no time!

Ihave been always attracted to children.  worked as a counsellor in
arecreation camp and really enjoyed spending time with children.
There was something real in it, sincere, an entirely different
“party”.  must admit that the children loved me very much, and
this inspired me even more. We constantly came up with different
games. The only difficulty was that camp counselors could barely
make time to sleep. If some of us almost run out of energy, then
we would let our partner sleep and organise a “find a missing
counselor” quest for children. Everybody participated with no
exception! However, when spending all student summer seasons
inthe camp, I did not think about how to connect my life with work
related to children.

Everything changed with the birth of my first child. My daughter
turned my world upside down! I began to plunge into a completely
different reality and face problems of parenthood that simply had
not existed for me in the past.

The idea of creating my own children's project grew out of my need
to take children to the “right place”. In general, I am sure that the
best that we do, we do for our children. A long time ago in 2009 in
St. Petersburg there were only two types of institutions — classical
museums and crazy amusement parks. Neither of them suited me
as amom. I wanted to make a meaningful, good play space where
children can learn something new and behave naturally. After
my counselor’s practice, I knew for sure that a game is a natural
environment for children.

My children (at that time there were already two of them) helped
me with the idea of the first space. When we read fairy tales, they
asked where a character lived and whether it was possible to visit
him/her. Thus the museum-theater Skazkin Dom was created.
In 2019, we celebrated its 10th anniversary. Then, LabyrinthUm
Museum of Entertaining Sciences and the KidBurg City of
Professions followed. My life has finally become connected to
children's projects.

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Skazkin Dom, LabyrinthUm and KidBurg were originally created
as “anti-school” projects — you can play at our space, but you cannot
do so at school. Here you can touch everything, study, research,
try, and most importantly, choose YOUR OWN activity. Standard
schools did not provide such an opportunity. In KidBurg, there
are plenty of choices — children can actually do what is really
interesting to them.

Initially, the projects were implemented by us, focusing on our
children, Iwould even say for my children. I can share with absolute
certainty that children who went through the “school” of Skazkin
Dom, LabyrinthUm, KidBurg got, as I call it, a “sanity vaccination”.
The influence on their formation and development is obvious. The
game approach involves and allows creativity to be unfolded, it
develops imagination and thinking.

Now my eldest daughter has graduated from an international
school and is studying at UvA University in Amsterdam, majoring
in Media information. She really likes this subject, and I see how
she thinks — freely, outside the box, creatively. Our middle child
is fond of music, he records tracks and plans to conquer the world
with his rap creativity. My youngest daughter is 7 years old, and
she has already chosen the direction. She wants to become a great
artist!

It seems to me that such “right” places have certainly played
and keep playing a very important role in shaping the skills and
qualities of my children and many other kids.

The main of these skills is a desire to leave an imprint, cause a
certain consequence of their activity, and create a movement! They
have the skill of striving towards their own new creations. For me,
this is the most important thing.

Education in the modern world is much more than just getting
knowledge and practicing orderly and consistent actions.
Education is everything that happens to a child on the path of
growingup, becoming a person. Schools, colleges and universities
have long moved beyond their buildings. Being in demand,
having an occupation that brings not only income but also joy
and pleasure, being able to adapt to constant changes and still
having time to live “here and now” are some of the challenges that
our children, graduates now face.

Education solves difficult problems — how to combine Hard
skills and soft skills, how to make the learning process effective
and modern, how to assess results and, which seems to me the

most relevant — how to make the learning process engaging and
interesting, how to make children “want something in this life".

The cornerstone of any learning is motivation. From my family
and professional experience, I can say that interest is the most
powerful motivator. Moreover, if we are talking about children,
their whole essence is to do what is interesting. A child will never
stop doing what is interesting to him. This should be understood,
accepted and used in education.

My personal attitude to school has always been very wary. It
seemed to me that something was wrong in the system, that
the school did not use, how I should put it, the STRENGTHS of
childhood. Instead of developing curiosity (that relates to any
child, and developing it as simple as possible), standard schools
introduce many restrictions and rules. Instead of stimulating the
natural need to explore the world, schools provide information
that does not help in the process of exploring the world. Often,
schools suppress the most natural quality of children — curiosity.
At the same time, [ know a lot of wonderful teachers who fall in
love with their subject, I bow down before them. But I'm talking
about the school as a whole now. Unfortunately, there are much
more adults who apply “must be done” approach. Apparently,
this is the educational system's approach. For a teacher today,
breaking out of the system is always a challenge, and if there is no
principal's support, then it is even more difficult. It should be the
other way around! Teachers should enjoy the learning process with
their children, light sparks of talents and abilities, use children’s
natural needs for play and natural curiosity, and this should not
go against the system.

And thank God, such schools began
to appear in our country. They are
called new generation schools, CIS
certainly belongs to their list. The
management of this school shares
the values that I mentioned above
and translate them to teachers. It

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and all of our projects (Skazkin Dom, LabyrinthUm, KidBurg) are
based on games. Learning through games is the most natural and the
simplest way to support curiosity and interest in our children. The
game approach in teaching is an amazing way to transfer knowledge,
competencies, develop skills through creating impressions and
emotions, and it works. Knowledge reinforced by impression stays
in memory, this is how associative memory works.

It's only fair that skills so demanded in the modern world should be
instilled through games.

Creativity, skill, reasonableness, ability to make decisions and act
together, independence and self-regulation, self-organisation,
cooperation, operational and critical thinking, and other skills are
being worked out in the game, how else?

A game can be directed and organised, the game has rules and
acceptable code of conduct, while motivation to learn in the game
is at the highest level, so the development of skills happens by itself.
Having mastered the game techniques, the education process can and
should be made interesting.

What is more important is that the place of education should be a
welcoming place with a friendly atmosphere and smiling adults. A
place to acquire knowledge and develop skills should be a place of JOY.
Transfer of knowledge and development of skills in a joyful state of
mind is half the success in building motivation.

Oftentimes, everything that adults are dissatisfied with the behavior of
children turns out to be necessary skills in adulthood. It is important!

If a boy shows exceptional ingenuity in trying to disrupt a lesson,
then in adulthood his exceptional ingenuity will certainly help him
in life (may teachers forgive me for such an example).

Ifyou are bored with endless questions of your child, then inadulthood
this quality will help him in the development of critical thinking.

If he gets his way by hook or by crook, constantly shatters the
boundaries of what is accepted, then in adulthood, his desire to achieve
a purpose will help to become successful.

It seems to me that in order to develop strong personal qualities,
develop the motivation for learning, and develop skills required in life
and future employment, education should be mostly based on games.

Howwe concluded that it was edutainment that needed tobe developed
inour projects - thanks to our children, it was somehow immediately
obvious. They also provide evidence that the approach works well!

The “right place” that I talked about at the beginning is, as it turns
out, a synonym of “learning through the game.”

HOW DID YOU MANAGE TO SWITCH FROM A MODERN
FASHIONABLE TOPIC OF “PROFESSIONS OF THE FUTURE” TO
“SKILLS OF THE FUTURE”?

It has always seemed to me that the ability to cope with a situation,
make decisions here and now, the ability to manage your time
and set priorities, adapt to changes, have an eye for healthy food,
know your rights and be able to protect yourself, understand the
meaning of money, be able to negotiate, know and apply basics
of psychology, empathy, to apply creative thinking and be free to
create something new, etc. Such things are much more important
than basic knowledge. This is what any school should teach. Our
brain, memory, and logic are surely trained and developed through
gaining knowledge, which is necessary, however, social skills are of
great importance in life though. We even made a series of programs
in our KidBurg — life lessons, where we speak and practice all
these important things while playing.

Skills are not the future, they are the present. At every moment
of learning, and in the course of life in general, we acquire and
develop skills and competencies. What adults and schools should
do is not to control children, but to guide them on the path of

Our task, as [ understand it, is not in looking for a profession that
will be in demand in the future. Our task now is to create such an
environment for learning and development in which the image
of future employment will ITSELF be revealed to the child at a
certain moment. This is a very deep and extensive topic.

WHAT NEW PROJECTS / IDEAS FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF
CHILDREN, PARENTS, AND POSSIBLY TEACHERS ARE YOU
GOING TO LAUNCH IN THE NEAR FUTURE?

We are now actively developing the KidBurg Academy of
Knowledge project. We want to share with the world our best
practices in the field of edutainment. This is an educational project
with the mission to create and maintain spaces of a benevolent
attitude towards children, develop a kid's friendly environment
in Russian cities, and also implement educational and upbringing
programs through edutainment.

We want to teach adults the upbringing and development of
children through games. The presence of gaming equipment
competencies is equally useful for both teachers and parents.
Now we are creating educational modules for adults (whether they
are students of pedagogical universities, teachers who want to
improve their qualifications or parents who are interested). Also,
we create educational content in support of the school curriculum
— motivational lessons with which you can teach any topic of any
subject so that its further exploration becomes a real adventure
for children, it becomes interesting.

We are also developing a platform for remote learning and
mastering skills in the edutainment format. This is a very complex
and ambitious project, that consists in providing an opportunity to
all children of the country, regardless of whether there is aKidBurg
site in their city or not, to learn and develop important skills.

The main idea of the Academy is to develop and maintain that
very striving, a request for learning. After all, our children, like
us by the way, have to study all their lives (long life learning), so
it is worth making this path fascinating!

machines, as well as digital marketing and
e-commerce specialists.

New professions would require a vast
knowledge of digital skills and technology;
but what is more important - are ‘soft’ skills
such as problem-solving, decision-making
under pressure, and communication. All
these are perfectly trained at your Global
Perspectives classes. So, I am sure, that
many CIS graduates will be involved in
developing intricate robotic systems that
will serve industry, healthcare, and science.
With the help of intelligent robots, you
will, probably, make great discoveries and
inventions!

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Robots with Artificial Intelligence will
make it possible to use augmented reality to
help provide better service to other people
and machines. For example, maintenance
workers would be able to receive repair
instructions on their augmented reality
googles right at the moment they are
inspecting the broken detail and order anew
oneright away. In hospitals and government
buildings, robots will be doing most of the
routine tasks that are either hazardous or
unergonomic, for example, cleaning and
transportation. This will provide health
specialists with more time for personal
interactions with the patient and will make
healthcare safer, and more efficient.

Robots will help many people from different
countries communicate with each other
without the need to study aforeignlanguage.
But robots still can’t fully understand
emotions, gestures, and mimics. Nor they
can adequately react to people’s emotions.
So, the most efficient use of robots will be in
the fields of industry, logistics, and service
without totally replacing people.

Currently in many places robots work side-
by-side with humans, making their work
safer, faster, and more satisfying. Many
warehouses all over the world are equipped
with robotic sorting and transporting
machines, that are able to assemble, lift,
and move around heavy pallets. In the
fascinating warehouses of “Amazon,”
robots are performing most of the jobs
working together with people (https://bit.
ly/2KklaW8). Instead of going to shelves to
find specific products, the human worker
has the shelf coming to him with the help
of arobot! People are involved in processes
that are still too complicated for robots. In
certain areas of the USA which are close to
an Amazon warehouse; all online purchases
from receiving the order to delivery are
executed solely by robotic systems. Robots
find the ordered product on the shelf, pack
it, send it to the delivery line and a drone
carries it to the customer. All the work can
be done autonomously and in a very short
time!

I believe that not only jobs and tasks will
be replaced by robots, but also jobs and
tasks will be created within the field of
automatization and other sectors, and
they will require new and extraordinary
knowledge and skills. Robots will make us
smarter and allow us to do more challenging
and exciting jobs while taking on dull and
repetitive tasks. Can you imagine, that more
than half of common professions in 15-20
years, don’t even exist at the moment? It
is a perfect chance for you to imagine
your dream job! With the help of robots,
humankind will become smarter and more
powerful, I am sure!

Anarchitect is an example of an enduring occupation.

As time refuses to stay still and
there are lots of improvements, the tools to work and
accomplish tasks have changed. Specific software
ensures developing more complex solutions faster, co-
working of all participants in the process. Algorithms
and Als help to find errors, synchronize the working

we can face. Virtual reality, 3D printers, and robots

have become the part of the architect's workspace to

model layouts, create 3D solutions (including real-time

and real-space exploring), to create prototypes — and
even erect houses and separate components. Today, the
architect is someone who knows how to combine many

variations of technology and solutions within a single

spot and creates the environment which ensures the

experience of comfort, safety, and joy.

‘What may happen to architects in the future and
what good would that do? The key objective and the
mission of the architect will remain the same but the job
tools will keep developing, will be complemented and
improved. The architect will master a new skill set and
learn new things. There should be more opportunities
and freedom in developing bold solutions and creative
processes. I believe that the architect will take the
role of a moderator to enable an interface between
the human and the myriads of solutions that will be
available. The architect, just like today, will keep put
heart and passion into the process and the result.
Whatever project would be from a residential dome
on Mars to small pet's house the principle will remain
the same — this is a life philosophy, and the architect,
as ever, takes a pencil in his arm to sketch seeking
inspirations from nature's harmony — the things that
the machine are not likely to teach you.

Most importantly, the architect will preserve the
soft skills — our skills and knowledge that we learn
throughout our lives. That is the skills, as well as logics,
that we should develop and train on an everyday basis.
‘We need to create an awareness of processes and to
define a preferred industry in life which will inevitably

lead you to your future occupation.

of three, I would regularly speak with parents who put their energy
and take huge efforts into occupational development of their children
to ensure they are successful in what they prefer most. Parents with
a more responsible approach are aware that the right investment
is giving their children access to education and complementary
education now. That is why we would choose the best school, the best
teachers, and entertaining curriculums. And today we have this wide
choice with the only limitation being the mistake of choosing the
school following our pattern of unfulfilled ambitions instead of what
our child wants. If we ignore asking a child's opinion, we just put him
into amath school or an art school and raise his aspiration to become
ascientist, a software engineer, a scholar, or alawyer... And, yet, this
is an aspiration, not a desire! In this way, we are achieving our goal
thereby changing the mission of the other individual which affects
the development of their talents and capacities and, potentially, even
their opportunity for happiness.

To ensure that the child achieves his full potential, it is important to
remember that he is not a tool for achieving our goals and missions,
but rather our primary assistant! First of all, we should hear our
child and be open to his interests and creativity. If your son has told
you today that he wants to play football, do enroll him to a football

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team. In this case, there is no need to put him into the best football
club — alocal football team would suffice. Of course, this doesn't
mean that he will grow up into a successful football player, but this
will contribute to his character building, learning how to be a team
player, and developing many other skills that will not remain useless
for him. If, all of a sudden, she would ask you to take her to a chess
class, let her stay at school for an hour of complimentary activities
thereby she will particularly learn how to make decisions on her
own. Teaching the child how to make decisions on her own and take
responsibility is as important as the ability to listen and, most of all,
to hear. Of course, you can guide her to make a decision, but in no
case may you insist on your own decision. When, for example, the
child plays sports, do not insist that she has to win each tournament
or competition — make sure that this is her desire to win. I assure
you, this will bring a result above all your expectations. If you address
his desires in developing him as an individual, he will be ultimately
grateful to you.

One of the hardest tasks of a grown-up and particularly of a parent is
to understand children, their behavior's motivations; this is also an
important aspect of their success and development. It is generally hard
to admit that even the toddler, making his first steps, has an entirely
separate personality, although a little one. The babies are born with
own mindsets and views of the world, they know exactly what they
want, are open-minded and ready for new knowledge. That is why an

important parent's contribution to the child's education isbuilding the
habit of constant learning. Along with basic educational methods, such
as pre-school, school, higher school, various educational institutions,
amandatory method is self-education. Accomplishing incredible great
things, pushing up to the limits, increasing personal performance, and
growing a personality is impossible without additional self-education.
That is the one that has the goal to turn theoretical knowledge to action,
to improve the knowledge gained, and to develop a personality. The
self-education affects such aspects as a zest for life, self-esteem, and,
finally, the way how one feels about oneself. It gives the opportunity
of self-actualization, encourages new feelings, dramatically changes
the world-view of an emerging individuality, helps in understanding
oneself and the surrounding environment in general.

In essence, ensuring that the child has the motivation to learn is not
that difficult. Together with children, parents can read books, travel
around the world or simply walk in the park, watch informative TV-
shows, settle the child to participate in training, visit exhibitions
and workshops, and encourage them in playing sports. And in any
case, you should talk to your children and take your time for such
conversations. This means not simply listen to their responses to
questions like 'How's your day?' but share your failures and successes
as well. In this way, the child will know that you are a friend and this
will create a trusting relationship. Moreover, if the parents provide
examples from their life during the conversation with the child,
this will make him particularly attentive. Some children need such
examples as extra motivation, while others will reject them. Whether
they accept it or not, you are the best role model for your child. So
when you try to control your child's behavior, be aware of your own
and always find a way to improve yourselves. In a situation when
the child misbehaves, avoid criticism and insults. You can judge only
the action and not the child. He needs to know that you love him no

matter what, unconditionally, and this will build his

self-esteem.

Parents must make these simple yet complex tasks.
Isn't family a primary point in building a happier
future for children? In many ways, the values that are
transferred in the family are the things that determine
this future. For the specific disciplines and educational
directions, everyone should choose on their own. As
a mum, [ would like that my child could get access to
quality education in basic sciences, growing up in a

HOW IMPORTANT IS IT TO DEVELOP YOUR CHILD’S
TEAMWORK SKILLS? WHAT WILL THIS GIVE YOUR
CHILD IN THE FUTURE?

Family as one team, where children form their role. My son, being
a sociable and creative child, often shares an idea that we all take
into account. It is customary in our family to discuss and solve any
problems and tasks together. After all, teamwork teaches you to trust,
argue and negotiate. It is very important for a child to feel fit.

From an early age, you need to teach your child to work in a team. It
all starts with the family, then in kindergarten and, later, in school.

Working in a team means not only doing all the work much faster,
but makes it more fun and easier. It is also an opportunity to be
surrounded by faithful friends, to feel necessary and important.

My child is happy to attend school classes. In these classes, he is
surrounded by like-minded people. Teamwork inspires him. Most
of all, it is pleasing that our school conducts classes according to
this system and that the child does not feel alone and I am, as Mom,
comforted by this.

HOW IMPORTANT IS IT FOR YOUR CHILD TO THINK
CREATIVELY?

The word "creativity" is today on many lips. For me, as a modern
person, the ability to think creatively and be creative in my assignment
is an excellent skill. I try to develop this skill with my son, as this will
help him highlight the main thing, solve problems productively, and
really look at the situation.

Creating an enabling environment promotes the development of
creative thinking. For this, I created a personal space in which he
feels protected.

The main thing in revealing a little creative man is not to interfere
with creation. I always respect the choice of my son, support his
interests and desire to develop comprehensively.

BRINGS THE ENVIRONMENT TO A THREATENING HALT.

According to the 2018 data platform, the human overconsumption of
resources has been 70% higher than the regeneration rate of all the
ecosystems combined. This tells us that we consume more than we are
willing to conserve or give back to our planet, and this alarming rate
hasonly increased due to the high birth rates and low death rates. The
planet’s resources are being diminished and we are not making an
effort to help re-stabilize our ecosystems and biomes. This will become
in my opinion, one of the earth's greatest challenges moving into the
future. Paul R.Ehrlich, a Biology professor at Stanford, and President
of Stanford centre of conservation biology mentioned in a speech in
2017 ‘If everyone consumed resources at the US level - which is what
the world aspires to - we will need another 4-5 planets to sustain life’.

The primary cause of human impact on the environment is directly
linked to overpopulation. According to World Population prospectus:
2019 Revision - United Nations Population Division, during the 20th
Century alone the population in the world has grown from 1.65 billion
to 6 billion. Today it is estimated by the same source that the current
average population increase is estimated at 81 million people being
born per year. These numbers indicate a wide variety of negative
effects on both us and earth. These increases have created 5 major
environmental problems such as ozone depletion, desertification/
deforestation, loss of biodiversity, lack of available resources and
of course global scale pollution.

conscious decisions on our basic dietary needs can have a massive
reduction in the amount of consumption. Some countries might sit
with high food scarcity while other countries consume more than
the recommended daily intake. These are all issues that we need to
address for future generations to be able to sustain the earth, its
ecosystems, and humanity.

‘We have seen how human absence has reduced the impact on the
environment during the current coronavirus epidemic in places
such as Italy where people are encouraged to stay at home and self-
quarantine. In the canals, fish resurfaced in areas throughout the city
of Venice bringing back Swans and Dolphins in the area in a matter
of weeks. In places like China, the number of ‘Good quality air days’
has increased by 21.5% in February versus the same period last year
according to the Chinese ministry of ecology and environment. The
fact that most countries have stopped travelling abroad, to events,
work, school, etc, has caused a mass reduction in transportation
which has resulted in a decrease in carbon emissions worldwide. In
China, the reduction of carbon emission in February was 25% lower
than usual.

To end this pressing global future challenge, I leave
you with the words of George Bernard Shaw; ‘Progress
is impossible without change, and those who cannot
change their minds cannot change anything’.

Astheincrease of infected people rose violently overnight, hospitals
and other health institutions could hardly cope, showing the gaps in
the Health System. At times there wouldn't be enough doctors, forcing

the Governments to be more creative. They brought students from
medical universities to give a hand, but this meant that they would
have to put themselves at risk. Nonetheless, they joined in. Extra
people joining meant that the professionals had more time to develop
a cure, and now, as officials learned from their mistakes, those gaps
found themselves filled in. It is true, there is always something that
will go wrong, and that there will forever be room for improvement.
Even this little improvement will do a huge favor for the generations
to come.

Economical System
Bordersbeing closed and international trade being reduced were a few
of the first measures nations used to protect themselves from being
infected. When this happened, trade and countries’ economies had to
suffer. Some countries might be self-sufficient, but they are still going
to suffer. Due to the quarantine, people who don’t have the possibility
of working from home, lose their jobs. The social responsibility is
reaching a high quota. Prices rise due to the lack of imports and
exports, allowing poverty to set in, and people despairing because
their hands are tied.

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Australia:
A land of extremes

Australiais generally considered both a continent and
a country. It is a large island with a diverse climate,
environment, and cultures. Considering this, what it
means to be Australian and what an ‘Australian’ looks
like, can mean very different things depending on who
you are and what place in Australia you live. One thing
that everyone in Australia shares experiences with
extreme weather. Throughout Australia’s written
history and even further back to Indigenous oral
history extreme weather events have featured, and
Australia is well known as a land of drought and
flooding rains. A major challenge for all Australians
is how climate change is making extreme weather
harder, however, some Indigenous knowledge of land
management has been able to help.

The Indigenous Australians have made Australia their
home over 80 000 years. Before European colonisation
there were around 250 different groups with just
as many different languages. They are the longest
continuous culture in the world. Unfortunately, when
Europeans arrived there were tragic consequences for
many Indigenous people as the two different groups
competed for land and resources. This resulted in many
Indigenous people, knowledge, and language lost due
tobattles. Many Indigenous groups were wiped out or
forced to completely change their way of life. This still
causes problems today, but Australians and Indigenous
Australians try to work together as much as possible
now. This has resulted in some unique environmental
practices.

Living successfully in a sometimes inhospitable place
taught Indigenous people many things about their

natural environment. One important way Indigenous
people ensured they had food and safe places to live
was through careful land and water management. To
do this they needed to have extensive knowledge of
climate, weather, flora, and fauna. This only comes
from long-term observation, much like what scientists
do today, and then passing on this knowledge to new
generations. Some of this intricate knowledge of
waterways and aquatic life has survived. In some
places they are helping scientists to better understand
some species life cycles, help restore waterways, and
protect endangered species against introduced pests
and environmental change.

Indigenous Australians were also experts on the land.
Indigenous people would often create a patchwork
of environments at different stages of growth by
clearing some land with fire which would attract
different animals at different times for sustainable
hunting and encourage particular plant species to
seed (Gammage & Gammage 2011)* A really important
aspect of this practice was that if a wildfire, may be
caused by lightning, came through there was less to
burn, and places that were safe for people and animals.

wherever and whenever they wanted. They needed
tobe very careful about the timing. Burning when the
weather was too hot and dry could result in a fire they
could not control, and burning when some plants were
seeding or animals raising their young would cause
problems for other species.

For a long time, European Australians and their
descendants stopped this practice, but scientists
have realised that this can be very effective. Instead
of using chemicals and manual labour, many farms
and reserves now try to employ selective burning
strategies. Unfortunately, due to climate change
making areas of Australia hotter and drier for longer.
It has not been possible to safely clear enough this
season and Australia saw the worst bushfire season
in history to date.

Alargerlessontolearn from Indigenous people is that
of sustainability. Indigenous people the world over
have a close relationship with their environment.
They know what they can and cannot take from the
environment to maintain sustainable resources and
afuture. In one way or another, we have to aspiretoa
similar approach and be more conscious of our place
in the world.

It’s more than that though. There’s something special
about this place, something magical, I believe in this
place, it’s real, yet I feel comfortable in this place, I
never played as much music as I do here, nor had as
many friends as I do here and that’s nice. I have my
family here, | mentioned already. I love this place and
am happy every day I'm here. I was blessed to come
here. I'm glad I jumped and made the decision to
come. It changed me and made me a better person if
I may be so bold to say that. I became more confident
and stronger. Russia is not the stereotype foreigners
sometimes think it is. Like all new places, it can be a
challenge, but it always proves to be a fun one, one that
will make us grow. Everybody has a place in the world
where they should be. Find your place. Mine is here.

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At CIS International School many of our teachers
encourage students to develop a Growth Mindset so
that they can see challenges as opportunities, failure
as learning, and develop their understanding that
achievement is not innate but rather, comes from
commitment and effort. At the heart of what makes
the “growth mindset” so valuable, is that it creates a
passion for learning. Its hallmark is the conviction that
human qualities like intelligence and creativity, and
even relational capacities like love and friendship, can
be cultivated through effort and deliberate practice.
Not only are people with this mindset not discouraged
by failure, but they don’t actually see themselves as
failing in those situations — they see themselves as
learning.

WHAT IS GROWTH MINDSET?

The concept of a growth mindset was developed by
psychologist Carol Dweck and popularized in her book,
Mindset: The New Psychology of Success. In recent
years, many schools and educators have started using
Dweck’s theories to inform how they teach students.

A mindset, according to Dweck, is a self-perception
that people hold about themselves. Believing that
you are either “intelligent” or “unintelligent” is a
simple example of a mindset. People may also have a
mindset related their personal or professional lives—
“I'm a good teacher”, “I'm bad at Math,” for example.
People can be aware or unaware of their mindsets,
according to Dweck, but they can have profound effect
on learning achievement, skill acquisition, personal
relationships, professional success, and many other
dimensions of life.

Dweck’s educational work centers on the distinction
between “fixed” and “growth” mindsets. According to
Dweck, “In a fixed mindset, people believe their basic
qualities, like their intelligence or talent, are simply
fixed traits. They spend their time documenting their
intelligence or talent instead of developing them. They
alsobelieve that talent alone creates success—without
effort.” Dweck’s research suggests that students who
have adopted a fixed mindset—the belief that they

are either “smart” or “dumb” and there is no way to
change this, for example—may learn less than they
could or learn at a slower rate, while also shying
away from challenges (since poor performance might
either confirm they can’t learn, ifthey believe they are
“dumb,” or indicate that they are less intelligent than
they think, if they believe they are “smart”). Dweck’s
findings also suggest that when students with fixed
mindsets fail at something, as they inevitably will, they
tend to tell themselves they can’t or won't be able to do
it (“Tjust can’t learn Algebra”), or they make excuses to
rationalize the failure (“I would have passed the test if
I had had more time to study”).

Alternatively, “In a growth mindset, people believe
that their most basic abilities can be developed
through dedication and hard work—brains and
talent are just the starting point. This view creates a
love of learning and a resilience that is essential for
great accomplishment,” writes Dweck. Students who
embrace growth mindsets—the belief that they can
learn more or become smarter if they work hard and
persevere—may learn more, learn it more quickly,
and view challenges and failures as opportunities to
improve their learning and skills.

If teachers encourage students to believe that they
can learn more and become smarter if they work
hard and practice it is more likely that students
will in fact learn more, and learn it faster and
more thoroughly, than if they believe that
learning is determined by how intelligent

or unintelligent they are. Dweck’s work

has also shown that a “growth mindset”

canbe intentionally taught to students.
Teachers might, for example,
intentionally praise student effort
and perseverance instead of
ascribinglearning achievements

to innate qualities or talents—

e.g., giving feedback such as

“You must have worked very

hard,” rather than “You are
so smart.”

So, what do our students think about the concept
of Growth Mindset and how do they develop this
in their daily lives? I asked three Year 7 students,
Marina Trifunovic, Jumi Lee, and Stefan Ivanovic a
few questions about their mindset.

WHAT DOES GROWTH MINDSET OR HAVING A
GROWTH MINDSET MEAN TO YOU?

Marina: To me growth mindset means it’s a person who
embraces challenges and if they fail that just makes
them want to try more. And I think people with a
ground mindset think that when school is over it really
isn't even near finished because learning never stops.

Jumi: When I think of Growth Mindset, I compare it
with fixed mindset. Fixed mindset people usually give
up when the fail at something and they don't really
have a chance to develop or improve. But growth
mindset people see challenges as a chance to develop
and improvement and they don’t usually give up. They
tryagain and again until they achieve their goal. Also,
growth mindset people try challenges and like trying
new things.

Stefan: Growth mindset means when a person wants
to do something which they maybe never tried or are
bad at and want to improve and a fixed mindset person
thinks, T'm good at football, I'm not good at basketball,
so I'm just going to play football.” Growth mindset
people think, “you know what, I'm not good at it, but
I'lltryitagain.”

DO?

Marina: Ifit’s something difficult, I try extra hard. I put
my mind absolutely to it. Ifit's ahard subject I research
more about the task, if it’s a hard like maths, I practice
more. So, I completely put my mind to it.

Jumi:Ithink, personally, I try to find some solutions or
Isearch on the Internet how to fix the problem, or I try
harder, or practice so that I get used to the challenge.

Stefan: When I find something challenging I usually
try to approach it from a different perspective. Like
if T have a maths question, I would try to visualise the
problem, or look for another solution. And if I am still
struggling then I ask for help.

There is a new phenomenon taking China by storm; Robotics in the
classroom is proving to be a great help, forging a newer, fresher take
on Early Years development beyond our imagination.

A robot dubbed KeeKo is being used as an aid in Kindergartens in the
province of Fujian, China. KeeKo is a cute robot measuring roughly 2
ftinheight and is used to entertain and interact with students. It can
performalarge number of tasks including, singing, dancing, reading
stories, carrying out conversations and even doing Mathematics.

Over 200 schools have employed these helpful little bots across the
country, including Beijing, Zhejiang, and Jianxi. According to the
spokesperson of the company, Mr. Chen, the schools really love it,
especially the younger teachers. And with the groundwork firmlylain,
with regards to the technology employed and invested in throughout,
it will be exciting to see how these robots will graduate like their flesh
and blood equivalents to middle and secondary school.

‘We do not know what the extent of the integration of technology will
be, but for now, it is only meant to provide more variety in terms of
teaching tools. “At this point, we are not looking to replace teachers,
nor teaching assistants.” said the spokesperson to the company,
Xiamen Zhitong Technology, to the South China Morning Post.

Over-tourism. The word that eluded us
until now. Over-tourism is one of the many
new bogeymen of the 21 century and unlike
global warming - which occurs over some
time- can be seen in action year-round. Ask
any elder Parisian, Venetian, Barcelonan
how their city looked like during their
youth. Chances are they are going say
something in the lines of “less crowded”.

Thousands of
people wait, in queues hundreds of meters
long in blistering weather for attractions
such as the Louvre, or the Chateau de
Versailles. The mass amount of visitors
ise of particular concernin Paris asitisin
Catalunya, as the same thing is happening
in Barcelona where many tourism in the
form of short city breaks is thriving due
to services such as Airbnb. While such
trends don’t much damage the government
or economy, they do hurt local individuals.
More hotels and cheap rentable apartments
are the new norms; having a constant living
person with a fixed rent is not nearly as
profitable as leasing out apartments at
high prices during the touristy seasons
and they are being priced out of their city.
This iswhy Paris deputy general Emmanuel
Grégoire banned the tourist bus fad in the
hopes of discouraging tourism. Barcelona
put restrictions in place to avoid evictions,
yet these seem token gestures in solving the
bigger issues at play

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Future of global tourism
travel

Nowadays the world becomes a smaller
place. It was caused by cheaper ways of
travel. If we compare prices and amount
of people who travel now and 20-30 years
agowe will see alot of difference. Now lots
of people travel by plane, train, etc. because
the price is much cheaper than 20-30 years
ago. The decrease in price was caused by
low- cost companies, so tourism now isn't
as luxurious as it was years ago and lots of
people can afford it. When we have a lot of
tourists going to one place they cause over-
tourism. Nowadays places like Barcelona,
Venice, and Dubrovnik are under the over-
tourism influence. Of course, over-tourism
has good and bad things, so today I will face
them and tell my solution to the problem.

Let’s start with the good things. Firstly it’s
good for hotel and apartment owners. Lots
of people in the whole year means that there
hotels and apartments always have visitors.
This is also good for tourists because they
always have a place where to live and
sometimes choose their accommodation
only when they arrive in the city. Secondly,
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it’s good for souvenirs shop owners. Lots of
people visit these shops and buy stuff with
the city or tourist attraction view, their
owners always have income. Finally, it’s
good for the government because all these
people pay taxes, so the government has
more money. Sometimes the government
goes deeper and creates special taxes for
the tourist sphere to have more money. This
is the king of unfair but nothing people can
do against law.

However, we must also consider the other
side of the coin and the possible negative
impacts of the boom in travel. Firstly it’s
local people who aren’t employed in the
tourism sphere. The first factor is a lot of
noise and pollution caused by tourists. Lots

of people think that it only affects the city
centre or tourist attractions. They will be
true but at the outlying areas hotels and
apartments are cheaper, so lots of tourists
stay where and citizens aren’t happy by
this. The second factor is that sometimes
tourists have more rights in the country
than local people. If this happens tourists
can also immigrate to this country quite
legally. It can cause unemployment for
citizens because the government is luckier
to provide work for immigrants. If the
citizens aren’t happy by all these factors
they can go and protest against tourism,
this sounds like a lie but lots of times it
happens.

Of course, these problems require us to
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try to find solutions. Firstly, a potential

solution is to reduce the number of flights
and cruise ships by putting taxes to stay
in the city. It would reduce the number
of flights of big air companies and maybe
low- cost airlines would leave the city. So
by reducing the numbers of flights, we
would reduce the amount of tourist but
it can also cause unemployment for some
people because we would need fewer
workers in the airport, so this needs to
be done carefully. Another solution could
be to limit the number of tourists on the
attractions because lots of people every
day cause damage to the buildings. It can
be done by the limited amount of tickets
and the amount of transport going to the
attractions. If the government does it



tourists would spread more over the city;,
so every area will have enough amounts
towork normally. Finally, we can decrease
the amount of tourist accommodation by
putting stricter laws to open it and more
taxes when it is working. This would
decrease the number of tourists because
logically they wouldn't have a place to live,
and accordingly increase space for local
people.

Overall, the future of tourism travel is very
unpredictable. New ideas need time and
careful consideration of many factors tobe
planned well because the same solution will
have a different effect in different places.
This is why solutions must consider all
perspectives and try and find a balance.

Can Tourism have a
sustainable future?
Perspectives from
Poland

In the last twenty years, tourism has
significantly developed. Tickets for a
plane or a train became cheaper and more
available for everyone regardless of status
or means. Moreover, due to globalisation
travelling to another part of the world
is not a challenge anymore. In contrary
to the 20th century when travelling was
possible only for a specific group of people,
nowadays we experience a phenomenon of
“over-tourism”. It means that some places
are so popular that it starts to be dangerous
for the economy and local people. Cities
that struggle with this problem are for
example Venice, Barcelona or Dubrovnik.
However, it is important to notice that
similar processes can occur on a smaller
scale as well. I would like to introduce to
you the situation in Wiadystawowo - one
of the most popular tourist attractions in
Poland.

Wtiadystawowo is a small town located in
northern Poland by the Baltic Sea. In the
past, it consisted of a few fishermen villages.
The place was famous for its harbour and
beautiful beaches. The economy of the city
was based on fishing trade and shipyard.
Nowadays, however, a huge part of the
economy is tourism. The popularity of the
city led to its development but also caused
many socio-economic problems.

First, from a small, quiet and friendly
town, Witadystawowo turned into a loud,
noisy place full of people and cars, winning
the 3rd place as the most crowded city in
Poland. The number of visitors can reach
even 500 000 per year. Such huge numbers
of people cause alot of noise not only during
the day but also at night. The city is full of
nightclubs, discos, and bars. These places
attract mainly young people who come
there to have fun. Unfortunately, they often
leave trash on the beach and dunes. It is a
serious threat to the natural environment
of this area. Another problem caused by
over-tourismis those big fishing companies
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were established to supply marine products
tothecity. As aresult, many local fishermen
lost their jobs. In 2019 there was a protest
of fishermen from Wtadystawowo because
of the low pay for their jobs. Some of them
prefer to work in tourism since you can
earn more money there. Furthermore, due
to the lack of job perspectives, the majority
oflocal youngsters migrate to bigger cities
and start their families there. As a result,
the local population is aging and apart
from summer months, when there are no
tourists, the city ‘dice.

How can we find a solution which balances
the needs of the local population whilst
at the same time affording visitors the
opportunity to share in the natural beauty
and culture of the area? For me, I think that
the government of Wiadystawowo should
invest more in other parts of the economy
and limit places for tourism. Furthermore,
it should provide better job perspectives
which are not only available in summer.
Nowadays over-tourism starts to be a
problem that will affect the future. Even
though Wtadystawowo is not as popular
as Venice or Barcelona it is a perfect
example over-tourism with all its threats
and opportunities.

In my opinion, Wtadystawowo could be a
friendly and nice place for family holidays
but the impact of over-tourism doesn’t
allow for sustainable development of this
place. We need to find a middle way that
allows for the pace of change to happen at
a level that has the needs of local people
as a priority.

Regard for the environment has long been an element of the
Australian educational system. When I was in grade 3, the
department of education decided to prioritise environmental
education as a way to ensure that by the year 2020, as a global
community, we would have moved towards a greener, more
sustainable world. It's now 2020 - the year that seemed so far
away that many people imagined we would have flying cars, and
we seemed to have made so little progress in protecting our world
that it’s hard not to despair.

Indonesia is one of Australia’s closest neighbors, yet our views
of the environment are so fundamentally polar it’s hard to
imagine that the only 1500km separates the two countries. The
systematic disregard for wildlife preservation in Indonesia is
both disheartening and symptomatic of the world in which we
live. Economic inequality, rampant corruption, and general
instability are fueling the destruction of rainforest and forest
habitats in Indonesia and Malaysia. If this indifference towards
our surroundings continues, orangutans will bear the brunt of
the collateral damage - innocent bystanders in a world turned self-
serving and purposefully blind to the importance of compassion.

Orangutans are among the most intelligent primates. Not only are

they one of the few animals able to recognize their own reflection
in a mirror, but research also suggests that, like us, orangutans
engage in social learning which they use to maintain and transmit
skills. These skill sets differ between orangutan groups. Yet even
though we share 97% of DNA with them, it is our actions, both
direct and indirect, that are putting the future of orangutans at
risk. Habitat destruction, in pursuit of the South-East Asian cash-
crop palm oil, is causing the orangutan population to decline to
such an extent that future generations may only be able to see
orangutans in the pages of a book. Exacerbating this problem is
theillegal wildlife trade and the slow breeding rates of orangutans
which can be up to eight years between babies.

Last week, an orangutan in Borneo offered his hand to a park
warden who was wading through snake-infested waters. He simply
saw the man, perceived that he may be in danger and held out his
hand. How long will it take for us to offer our hand and help these
beautiful creatures?

Easy ways to
help orangutans

Sometimes it’s hard to know how to help stop areally big problem.
But there are lots of little things that we can all do to protect the
thousands of animals that live in the rainforests and forests of
Borneo and Sumatra. If we all just do a little bit to help, then the
future for creatures such as orangutans, Sumatran tigers, pygmy
elephants, and Sumatran rhinos will be brighter.

1. Avoid products that contain unsustainable palm oil. Most of the
orangutan habitat is being cleared so that palm oil plantations can
be grown. However, some palm oil is grown sustainably which
means that the rainforests are not being destroyed to grow palm.

2.Make small changes to your daily routine. Small things can make
abigdifference! If all the students at CIS brought a water bottle to
school, we would be cutting down on the number of paper cups
we throw away throughout the year. This is important because
a lot of paper products come from countries like Indonesia and
they are often made from trees that have been grown in cleared
areas of the rainforest.

3. Start a fundraiser. There are lots of ways to raise money for
animal protection and wildlife conservation. You could sell badges,
t-shirts or reusable bags, have an art show or have theme days at
school where students have to pay money to come to school, not
in uniform.

4.Donate. There are afew charities that help to care for orphaned
orangutans and return them to the wild when they are ready. You
can either donate your own money or set up a donation box at
school or work.

5. Use Amazon Smile. When you shop with Amazon Smile, they
donate a small percentage to a charity you choose. This is areally
easy way to help protect orangutans and go shopping.

The future of orangutans

Orangutans are great apes that only live in Malaysia and Indonesia
on the islands of Borneo and Sumatra. Orangutan means “people
of the forest” in Malay. In the past, the Malay people believed that
Orangutans were simply lazy people, hiding from work in the
jungle. As a result, the Malay people didn’t hurt them because of
their perceived humanity:.

Orangutans normally eat leaves, insects, honey and sometimes
even birds’ eggs. They normally live from forty to forty-five years,
but the oldest was around fifty-five when it died. Kids normally
leave their mothers when they are seven or eight years when they
are old and clever enough to live by themselves. Their natural
enemies are tigers and leopards. Orangutans are unique because
of their intelligence and hair color which is brown-reddish.

The main threat to the orangutan is the loss of habitat. Indonesia is
home to some of the richest and biodiverse rainforest in the world.
It contains over 80 endemic species and some of the world’s most
unique and iconic endangered wildlife such as the orangutan,
elephant, and tiger. But these animals are in grave danger.

Every hour 300 football fields of precious remaining forests are
being ploughed to the ground across South East Asia to make way
for palm oil plantations. Palm oil is used in everything from snack
foods to soaps. It is found in over half of all packaged items on our
supermarket shelves.In the last 20 years, over 3.5 million hectares
of Indonesian and Malaysian forests have been destroyed to make
way for palm oil. Almost 80% of orangutan habitat has disappeared
in the last 20 years. We are losing over 6,000 orangutans a year,
leaving many baby orangutans orphaned and unable to care for
themselves.

We must stop this devastation in its tracks. Together WE can stop
this. If you will really, really want this, we can do this. But we need
to act now. Orangutans CAN be saved.

How palm oil is affecting the
future of orangutans

Palm oil comes from the fruit of the palm oil tree.
Palm oil is made from either squashing the fruit or
from crushing the kernel. The process of making
palm oil is quite complicated. First, the palm oil fruit
is collected before being sterilised. After sterilisation,
the fruit gets sorted and the leaves and other rubbish
are removed. Later, presses squish the edible part of
the fruit to extract the oil, and it is put into a vat. Palm
oil made from the palm fruit kernels is produced by
separating the kernel and crushing it to extract the oil
- the discarded shells are used as fuel for the factory.
Once the oil is ready it passes through a quality
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assurance process before being packed and sent to
companies or shops.

Indonesia is the world’s largest producer of palm oil,
producing over 34.5 million tons in 2016. Indonesia’s
oil palm plantations are expected to cover 13 million
hectares of land by 2020. However, although there
are about 16 million jobs that depend on the palm oil
sector, palm oil production is having a terrible impact
onthe people and animals that live near the plantations.
The ways in which the land is cleared for palm oil
plantations cause air and water pollution because
the forests are cut down and burned. This causes all
kinds of breathing problems for people who live nearby
and the haze from this burning affects other parts of
South-East Asia. Also, the chemicals which are used
on the plants are toxic and poison the soil and water.

Palm oil also has a terrible effect on the animals that
live in the forests and rainforests of Indonesia. When
people cut the forest to build palm oil factories and
plantations, they destroy the habitat of orangutans,
Sumatran tigers, Sumatran rhinos and pygmy
elephants. Orangutans live in the forests on the two
Islands of Borneo and Sumatra and are not found
anywhere else in the world in the wild. Orangutans
are arboreal mammals which means that they live in the
trees and spend very little time on the ground. So, the
situation is that when people cut the trees, these large,
gentle creatures don’t have a place to live so they die.

One hundred years ago there were more than
230,000 orangutans, but because of deforestation,
the orangutan population is facing extinction. The
orangutan population is decreasing at a terrifying rate.
The Bornean orangutan population is now estimated at
about 50,000 and is considered to be endangered, and
there are only about 7,500 Sumatran orangutans. The
Tapanuli orangutan, which was discovered in 2017, is
the most endangered type of orangutan because its
populationis estimated at 800. We need to do something
to stop the orangutans from disappearing forever. One
way we can do this is to stop buying products with palm
oil. Another way is to force countries like Indonesia
and Malaysia (wWho make the oil) and China and India
(who buy it) to only trade palm oil that is sustainably
produced.

Sumatran Tigers, pygmy elephants and more are dying because
their habitats are being cleared to make way for palm plantations.

The orangutan’s habitats and their
future

Inthe traditional Malay language, orangutan means ‘people of the
forest’. Many years ago, the Malay people who lived in the forests
saw the orangutans and simply thought that they were just lazy
people who didn’t want to work or become slaves, so they had to
live in the forests. Looking at the big brown eyes of these gentle
forest giants, it is easy to see why people thought this.

Orangutans live in the low-lying forests and fertile rainforests.
They are the only great ape that comes from Asia and lives in trees.
For thousands of years, the lush, green rainforest and the steamy
tropical climate have been the home for not only the orangutan
but hundreds of unique species. However, there is one problem
with this place...

Every 5years, more than 5% of the rain forest is destroyed, leaving
3,000 orangutans homeless every year. Can you imagine how awful
it must be to suddenly not have the home that you have always lived
in? The rainforests of Sumatra and Borneo are the only places that
orangutans live, they can’t live anywhere else. They spend most
of their living peacefully in the trees, making nests and foraging
for food. Where once you could have been able to see a female
orangutan, their baby on their back, climbing from one branch to
another, the orangutans are left homeless, exposed to the elements
and susceptible to animal cruelty and illegal wildlife trafficking.

In the last decade, more than 60% of the natural habitat of
orangutans has been destroyed in Indonesia. The once-beautiful
rainforests have been slashed and burned to make way for palm oil
plantations and factories. The people in Indonesia are very poor
so they have no choice about the work they do, no matter how it
ruins the environment. However, at some point, we need to find a
solution that saves orangutans without causing problems for the
poor people in Indonesia. These could include sustainable palm
oil production and developing the skills of the people so that they
are able to get work protecting the rainforests and the animals
that live there instead of burning them down and destroying our
rain forest.

The Sumatran tiger, the Sumatran rhino, the
pygmy elephant, probosci's monkey, sun bear, clouded leopard,
and flying fox bat are all endangered by these actions.

There are things that we can all do to help such
as donating money to websites like https:/www.

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When we learn something, our mind gains knowledge
and experience, creates a sequence for a specific task,
for example, cycling. First, we gain knowledge by
searching for the relationship between our actions
and thebicycle. After that, accumulated knowledge is
put together in a chain. It allows us to take our feet off
the ground and make the first few turns of the pedals
without falling. This is how we get the first experience.
The more we turn these pedals, the further our bike
goes forward, the stronger the connection between
knowledge and experience becomes.

Over time, we stop adjusting this connection and the
action becomes automatic. Automatic action is a strong
sequence of knowledge and experience. When we do
something automatically, we seem to skip steps that
are already "understandable” to us, without paying
attention to them.

But what is so terrible about automatic action? It's like
deep potassium squeezed on the road surface. While
you are driving straight and turning nowhere, nothing
bad happens, but if you want to get off the road, take a
new path, you stumble upon a high side and fall.

The experiment visualized by the SmartEveryDay
YouTube channel showed how difficult it is to get out
of such potassium. To do this, he created the wrong
bike. This bike is not traveling in the direction you are
turning the steering wheel. Do you want to turn left?
Turn the steering wheel in the opposite direction. For

children who have neither knowledge nor experience
about cycling, everything is simple, they are paving a
new path: they pass from gaining new knowledge to
creating a new experience and learn toride the wrong
bike in just 3 days. However, it took the adult, whose
mind already has knowledge and experience, over 8
months to learn a new method of cycling.

An automatic action deprives the mind of
neuroplasticity (the ability of our brain to modify
itself). It becomes much more difficult for an adult
to create a new path. To do so he need not only to
understand something but to break the old chain
of actions and only then start a new one. It is much
more difficult to go against the scope of knowledge and
experience already created, then to build something
on plain ground.

The child, however, freely creates new ways by
obtaining primary knowledge. But how to preserve
this plasticity and freedom of the mind? You should
play games more often! Games give us the motivation
to perform unusual actions or to find a new approach.
They provoke us to constantly create and search for
new workarounds paths to solve upcoming problems.
But it’s even better to play useful games.

Sometimes life narratives seem too complicated
and incomprehensible, but through the game, they
are much easier to understand. The game simplifies

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dealing with them. From the game, we can learn skills
that apply to our daily lives.

For example, from the game Foodsoviet. This unique
game has simplified and made more understandable
the food industry. The game requires a reasonable
distribution of resources, a creative approach
and social cooperation from the child. Foodsoviet
encourages creativity and collaboration. It creates a
soft-focus on business processes: taking into account
the needs of customers, creating a socially required
product and building an effective advertising company.

The Foodsoviet offers children a vital problem from the
existing food industry and gives the motivation to find
an extraordinary approach to solving it. It also helps
to develop skills of social interaction, to understand
the need for associates and the use of imagination to
create a product that meets the demands of the society.

Why is the Foodsoviet specifically about the food
industry? On the one hand, the food industry is an
archaic structure, the foundations of which have not
changed for centuries. It is a structure the need for
which will never disappear. On the other hand, it is
an innovative structure, flexible, the most sensitive
to changes and modifications in the modern world.

Humanity has only now come to mass food satisfaction.
We began to produce more than is required for
consumption. The growth in food production and
the last few waves of hunger have led to an imbalance
in consumption. We absorb more than we need only
because of such an opportunity. The focus should
change! There is no longer a need to get and consume
any product for the sake of surviving. Now it is possible
to consume the required amount of the product, putting
an accent on its benefits and aesthetics than on its
nutritional value and calorie content.

Children do not know what deficiency and hunger are.
They are brought up on anew concept of consumption.
Food for them is not so sacred that it could not be
changed. A child does not have an automatic perception
offood as anecessity. For them, it is a source of pleasure
and aesthetics.

The Foodsoviet reveals how modern children might
develop the future food industry. What they will pay
attention to? What things will seem most important to
them? Will kids prefer creating a universal product?
Maybe the advertisement will seem to them the way

tovictory? Or will they decide to find an ally and move
towards victory together?

In the game Foodsoviet there is no single answer on
how to achieve victory. This is what allows children
tobe creative, makes them think and creates new and
unexpected ways to solve problems. This game cannot
be played automatically. Each round makes you come
up with anew way of interacting with others. The game
shows children what they need to create, tryand do. The
only way to victory is to analyze what is happening in
the game, create and adapt new strategies. In this way,
children will offer us innovative solutions to modern
problems and develop systemic thinking skills instead
of living automatically.

The Food Council provides children the tool, not an
answer. The game shows what an inexhaustible number
of development paths the food industry contains. By
understanding how to handle these tools in the game,
children will learn that the food industry in the real
world is not as complex and restricted as it might seem
at first.
