THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC HAS HAD A MASSIVE EFFECT
ON THE WAY BOTH SCHOLARS AND UNIVERSITY
STUDENTS RECEIVE THEIR EDUCATION. FOR MANY,
DISTANCE LEARNING HAS BEEN A MEASURE THAT
ALLOWED THEM TO FEEL SAFE WHILST PURSUING
THEIR QUALIFICATIONS. HOWEVER, SOME WERE
TAKEN OUT OF THEIR COMFORT ZONE AND
STRUGGLED TO CREATE A VIABLE STRUCTURE OF
THEIR TIME. PRIVATE UNIVERSITIES HAVE STRUGGLED,
AS STUDENTS WITHDREW THEIR APPLICATION TO
AVOID PAYING UNNECESSARY FEES, MEANWHILE
MANY UTILIZED THE CIRCUMSTANCES TO ACCEPT
MORE STUDENTS, AS THE CAMPUS SPACES WERE

NO LONGER LIMITED. JUST LIKE ANY OTHER
CORONAVIRUS MEASURES, DISTANCE LEARNING HAS
HAD A FAIR SHARE OF ITS’ HATERS AND SUPPORTERS.

One of the undeniable benefits brought to us by distance learning
could be that it inevitably made us safer. The lack of contact
between students in universities has massively decreased the risk
of infection for not only them but their whole families. It is well
known that young people tend to fight the virus a lot better than
the older generations; some may even experience no symptoms.
Even if we consider that everyone who felt sick, remained at home,
the virus will continue to spread at a dangerous rate.

It is nevertheless challenging as university students constitute
the most active part of the world’s population. Highly ranked
universities encourage students to socialize, network and create
favourable connections for their future. Although all those things
are crucial to building a successful career, this year, they were
life-threatening.

However, even from this, an unlikely benefit has been created as
many students have now been forced to become more independent.
This measure has taken away their usual class schedules, caring
professors and put them in an environment where their education
has finally depended on them entirely. Some students understood

the gravity of the situation and utilized the materials provided
by their universities and schools to keep on top of their studies,
whereas some embraced their freedom and avoided doing any
work. Distance learning was a wakeup call for all, to finally realize
that our future is only determined by how much work we are
willing to put in.

Moreover, I believe that students studying abroad have majorly
benefited from remote learning. Not only have the universities
begun to introduce new online courses and given possibilities
to those who cannot afford foreign education, but they have also
allowed those currently studying abroad to return home and be
with their families. In this case, students were not forced to decide
between becoming qualified professionals and supporting their
loved ones.

Distance learning has enabled those students whose families
struggled financially to begin working. Although many did not
attain the job positions, they hoped they would by the end of their

their behaviour. Some people put their personal
contact information, some put a photo of their hobby,
some put the logo of their business...I saw how BEAM
enabled people to promote themselves or their business
inunique ways and find perfect conversation starters
with strangers in a conference filled with thousands of
attendees. I realized the power of human connection
and the value of incorporating humanity in product
design.

Last year, I read abook called Atomic Habits written by
James Clear. In this book, James explains the significant
value a small daily habit can make for a person’s life,
which inspired me to build good habits. To start, I
searched for a good habit tracker to keep records and
provide motivations, but I couldn’t find any! Therefore,
with my DIY spirit, [ decided to learn iOS development
and build my habit tracking app — Finale: Daily Habit
Tracker. Throughout the development of my app, I tried
toincorporate my vision to motivate people tobuild a
better version of themselves. I invited my friends and
family to test the app for feedback, and when I heard
them telling me that my app was effectively motivating
them to start habits that they wished to start for years,
I'was truly happy. This experience showed me what it
means to create social value, and I will continue my
journey with this in mind.

Living in a technological world, businesses often
forget the importance of humanity in their products
and services. While achieving economic success is
hard, creating social value is the real challenge for
businesses. Now that I have learned it from Babson,
it’s time for me to roll up my sleeves to “create, grow,
and steward sustainable economic and social value
— everywhere.”
